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WRITING TIPS

Things to remember when plotting and writing a story:
· CONFLICT + ACTION + RESOLUTION = STORY

· If the character is having a good time, the reader is not.

· If it’s going well, it’s going nowhere.

· A WANT + OBSTACLE = CONFLICT

· EMOTION – must know at all times what character is feeling.

· SHOWING – ie “homely” – let reader experience it.  Don’t just give dictionary definition.

· SHOW reader what character is going through.

· THE WRITTEN STORY IS A VISUAL, SENSUAL MEDIUM.  Give the reader something to see, touch, taste, feel, hear, sense.

· THE PLAN FOR WRITING:  - WANT, OBSTACLE, ACTION.

· THE END IS IN THE BEGINNING.

· THE WORSE IT GETS, THE BETTER IT IS.  Things must be worse at the end of every scene and every chapter.
